Your presence gives us immense joy and happiness this evening.  Today we look forward with gratitude to the Almighty, who has showered on us plentiful blessings.  In the words of Helen Keller – “the best and the most beautiful things in the world cannot be seen or touched but felt in the heart”.

On behalf of the members of STRS and on my own behalf, I extend a warm and cordial welcome to all of you this evening .The academic year 2010-11 has been a very eventful  and fruitful one. The year witnessed many milestones of excellent achievements in academics, co-curricular activities, sports and games, which aims at improving the quality of education and all-round development of the students. I feel proud and privileged to present before you a brief report of the achievements of the school for the academic year 2010-11. 

The  academic year began on the 3rd of May 2010 for classes X and XII and by the 3rd of June,  the whole school geared up in full strength.

The school has a strength of 3523 students of which 482 joined this academic year. 

Results of March 2010  Examination

The results of the ISC and ICSE Examination was nothing short of spectacular. Of the 141 students fielded for ISC examination 129 students secured distinction and 9students secured first class.  In the science stream Shilpa M scored 96.8% and secured the top rank followed by  Aishwarya N who secured 96.2% and Gopika Murthy getting 96%.   In the Commerce stream Miss. Darsana Vijay obtained the first rank scoring 98%,  Lakshmi Sreekumar followed close with 97% and Stefna Liza Sunny  with 96.5%.

In the ICSE Examination 2010, out of the 169 students who appeared, 159 students scored distinction and 10 students got first class.  Aishwarya Nair P stood first with 96.4% and is the winner of the prestigious C.I Abraham Gold Medal. Thansi S, who scored 96.2%, secured the 2nd position and  Nayana Renjit and Sucheta Gopidas shared the third position securing 96.14%.

All Kerala ICSE/ISC Ranks
In the ISC Examination,  in the science stream as well as the commerce stream our students secured the first, second and third ranks, at the state level.

In  ICSE examination  our students secured the second and third ranks at the state level.  Thus of the nine state ranks our students bagged 8 ranks. This is a first time achievement for STRS.

These  rank holders were honoured by Sri.Oommen Chandy, former Chief Minister at the inaugural session of the Cultural Meet held at Alphonsa Residential School, Bharananganam on October 8, 2010.

Admission to professional colleges

Our students performed well at the State and National level Engineering and Medical Entrance Examinations and secured admission in leading colleges.  Let me mention a few of the creditable achievers.
Praveen P Iyer  joined Trivandrum Medical College, while Bhagyasree P K  and  Rhea Elizabeth Sunny joined Kottayam and Trichur Medical colleges respectively in merit quota.
A large number of our students joined  N I T, Calicut, C E T and other prestigious professional colleges in and outside Kerala.

The "Kishore Vaigyanik Protsahan Yojana" (KVPY) is a programme started in 1999 by the Department of Science and Technology, Government of India to encourage students of Basic Sciences, Engineering and Medicine to take up research careers in these areas. The aim of the programme is to identify and encourage talented students with aptitude for research. This programme strives to assist the students to realize their potential and to ensure that the best scientific talent is developed for research and growth in the country. Generous scholarship and contingency grants are provided (up to the        pre-Ph.D. level) to the selected students I am happy  to announce that Rohit  R  of  Std XII has qualified for the KVPY  scholarship.  He also qualified for the State Level Mathematics Olympiad.
