Your presence gives us immense joy and happiness this evening.  Today we look forward with gratitude to the Almighty, who has showered on us plentiful blessings. 
On behalf of the members of STRS and on my own behalf, I extend a warm and cordial welcome to all of you this evening .The academic year 2011-12 has been a very eventful  and fruitful one. The year witnessed many milestones of excellent achievements in academics, co-curricular activities, sports and games, which aim at improving the quality of education and all-round development of the students.         I feel proud and privileged to present before you a brief report of the achievements of the school for the academic year 2011-12. 
The academic year began with the Holy Communion Service on the 22nd of May 2011. The service was led by His Lordship Rt.Rev.Joseph Mar Barnabas. This was followed by the Staff retreat.  Rev.Thomas Mathew also addressed the teachers.  Orientation programmes for the teachers were held on the 23rd of May.            The resource persons who addressed the staff were Mrs.Sobha Koshy, Chief Postmaster General of Kerala and Dr.A.Abraham, Life Coach and Master Practitioner in Neuro Linguistics.
Classes started for the students in a spaced manner. The students of classes X and XII had special classes from the 4th of May 2011 onwards.  Regular school began for Class VIII upwards on the 25th of May and by the 1st of June, the whole school geared up in full strength.

The school now has a total strength of  3467 students spread over  76 divisions from        Pre-primary to Class XII.   

The Results of the   ISC and ICSE 2011Examination

As in the previous years the results obtained by our students at the ISC and ICSE 2011 have been excellent. Our students have once again done us proud and it is with a great sense of achievement and pride that I present before you the results obtained by our students. Out of the 170 students presented by us for the ISC (XII) 2011 examination, 149 students secured distinction and 21 students secured first class. In the Science stream we presented a total of 142 students. 
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126 students secured distinction and 16 secured First class. Sharanya Mahadevan stood first with  95.4% Silpa R Sekhar secured the second place with  95% and Rhea Benny the third place with 94.6%.   In the Commerce stream Miss. Anjana Anchayil obtained the first rank scoring 94.6%,  Neethu Shaji followed close with 93.4% and R. Vivek stood third  with 93%.

At the ICSE Examination 2011, out of the 166 students who appeared, 157 students scored distinction and 9 students obtained  first class.  Megha R Raju stood first with 96.9% and is the winner of the prestigious C.I Abraham Gold Medal. Reuben George Mathew, who scored 96.6%, secured the 2nd position and  Prapanj R secured the third position with 96.4%.
